Schooling runs on Sat/Sun are $45/run with set out & course director but no judge.  
Limited Entries, 2 dogs per handler per day total.

No money paid out, unless expenses merit.  We’ll let additional dogs in if entries warrant.  No refunds after close date, subs ok.
Dry Camping available at site starting Wednesday before.  Hookups available nearby in town at KOA or Eagle’s Rest RV Park on HWY 40, (2 miles away).  Great camping on Rabbit Ears Pass prior to trial.  (USFS sites or dispersed sites)

This trial is being held primarily for the benefit of handlers and their dogs participating in the National Finals at Carbondale (and others who wish to gain experience on range sheep.)
Since many handlers do not have the opportunity to work range sheep, we are happy to provide this opportunity here in Steamboat Springs at our ranch.  Susan Shoemaker and I will set up two or more different fields/courses so there is a chance to gain more experience.  Due to the wet Spring, we are unable to use the Stanko ranch field as we did in the past.
 I am running this at cost so there really isn’t money to pay out.  Since the days are short, we cannot run more than 50/day.

Please let me know if you are travelling with someone, which day(s) you prefer to run and if you want to run in the schooling classes.  You will be able to use your time allotment but will be able to leave the post if you so wish.  In fact, you will be able to school what you wish (e.g. pen, shed, drive, in any order).  This will also be a good opportunity to have someone to coach you through a run.  We will, however, have a course director to monitor time, treatment of the sheep, and anything else that might come up.  

We can offer dry camping only from Wednesday through Sunday night.  I assume most everyone will be heading to Carbondale on Monday to get parking.  This is my pasture and I will ask that no trucks be driven across the pasture to the fields.  I’ll try to have alternate transportation for those who cannot walk.  E Bikes with fat tires are a great choice.  Keep in/out traffic to a minimum.  I am working on finding camping for those people staying around after Meeker.  

Please let me know if you want or can help.  I am only hiring the set out and judge.  Anyone else would be most appreciated.  In particular, someone who can do the paperwork.  I will be out on the field to help you and keep things running.  I’ll try to get a list out ahead of time.
This trial should be pretty fun and casual so you all can prepare for the big event coming up.  I look forward to seeing you all.

Please remember this is hunting season.  We are not close to the rifle range but shots can be heard randomly.  I will notify the neighbors and ask them to not shoot too much those days.  Most of them will let me know.  

Finally, the weather can be anything.  It should be a beautiful time of year but we often get the first snow of the season.  Steamboat is at 7,000 feet and surrounded by mountains.  Our ranch is accessible even in bad weather and I will make sure you can park and get out as well. 😊
